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Why Shouldn’t We Take a Vacation from KUMON?
Every family needs to get away:  KUMON does not mean to hold you and your child captive. However, parents need to be aware that interruptions in your child’s KUMON studies can be counterproductive to his or her progress toward becoming a better learner. 

KUMON is open all summer for a reason: When school’s out for most students, we highly recommend that KUMON enrollees stay active in the program. The KUMON curriculum does not mirror school terms, but is a continual and consistent progression of material requiring a modest amount of daily practice. This promotes a pain-free KUMON experience and helps KUMON students gain comfort and confidence. Children that stick with KUMON through the summer continue to make important headway, and they’re less “rusty” when they resume their school studies in the fall.

Keeping up KUMON when you’re away: Mrs. Byrne can prepare a packet of assignments to help maintain the momentum of your child’s progress when attending the center isn’t possible. Please give Mrs. Byrne at least one week notice to make the best possible preparations for your child’s absence. If you are going to be away for two months, you might want to consider taking one month of work to spread over the two months.  Otherwise, when the child returns from a two month break, he or she usually needs to repeat earlier work.
Steady Progress pays off: Interruptions in your child’s KUMON studies can make it harder to maintain the routine in general and put unnecessary bumps in what should be his or her smooth and continual advancement. Daily practice and disciplined study habits are the key ingredients to a successful KUMON experience.

Please note: If you are taking a vacation this summer and would prefer not to have work for the few weeks that you are gone, it is important to note that we are not able to adjust the monthly tuition.  As stated in the Notice to Parents Contract:The monthly tuition is due in full if the student attends any session or if any KUMON materials are taken by the student during the month.

INDEPENDENT LEARNERS
As part of our desire to help your child develop the organizational skills and confidence to succeed in school, we would ask that the parents not enter the classroom, but let the children learn to take care of themselves and convey their own messages.  In those cases where there “is more to the story,” please feel free leave a message on the Center phone or to call Mrs. Byrne on her cellphone (330-329-0664) ahead of class 
In addition, as part of our “NEAT AND ORGANIZED” CAMPAIGN, we will be asking the students to take a moment in class to put their work in order with the cover sheet on top before they hand it in. 
THE ROLE OF HOMEWORK IN KUMON  SUCCESS
Just as it is important for a KUMON student to do daily work in order to progress, it is crucial that parents provide instant feedback and an opportunity for their child to make corrections daily.  With the help of the answer books, this takes approximately 5 minutes of the parent’s time. Remember that the assignment is not complete until corrections are made.  It is the parent’s task to insure that assignments are timed, that errors are marked, and that mistakes are corrected by the student before beginning new work. It is also critical to have the cover page filled out and returned with your child’s work each week. That way I can assign the proper level of work for your child, and the child will make better progress through the program. In those cases where we do receive incomplete, ungraded, uncorrected, or unrecorded homework, we will be sending it home to be corrected.  Although most parents fully understand the role of homegrading in their child’s success and have been wonderfully cooperative, a few parents are  continuing to send their children to Kumon with ungraded homework.  Although we spot check it, we can not do a thorough evaluation of the past work while we are attempting  to introduce the new work.  

We believe that student corrections are such a large part of the success of the KUMON program that in those cases where parents truly do not have the time to grade their child’s work, we are now offering the option of having our staff grade the homework for your child for an additional $25.00 fee per subject each month. This service will not be as good as homegrading because the student will always be a week behind and may have to stay at the Center a little longer to correct errors.  Since I do not want the staff to take time from working with students to do the grading of past homework, I will be asking staff to grade the work during non-Center hours.  Thus, the fee.  Please see Jackie at the front desk if you would like to sign up for this service. It must be noted that we are not recommending this service; in fact, we would much prefer for the parents to grade and record the homework.  However, we must find a way to get the homework returned correctly because it plays such a critical role in the success of your child.
